Reflections of
a young mind
‘Oil Pricing’ is one of the most talked about issues in the Indian media. 
This article is not a research based theory but an out of the box 
concept which relates to all Indians, aptly termed - “THE OIL CODE”.

Background
India’s growing dependence on imported oil products and 
the dramatic rise in the prices of crude oil to as high as 
$148/bbl the international market in July 2008, followed by 
an equally dramatic fall, pose significant policy challenges. 
The oil marketing companies like the BPCL, IOCL, etc. have 
been facing heavy losses due to under-recoveries.

It has been long time since the special teams like the Kirit 
Pareekh Commission and many others appointed by the 
GOI have been recommending the de-regulation of oil 
prices in India. There have been various proposals to bring 
the retail prices of oil products in sync with the 
international prices, but no implementation plan has been 
charted out yet, mainly due to the following two reasons:

a) The fear of losing political brownie points if the prices of 
petrol and diesel rise abruptly.

b) The intuition of inflation which may trickle down to other 
commodities.

The Oil Code
Diwakar Jhurani - Btech. 3rd Year, SPT
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Methodology
• The country’s vehicle owners would be divided into separate 

categories on the basis of their occupation and incomes. 
• For each category a separate base price and cap price for 

petrol would be fixed. The base price shall be lower than the 
current petrol price for all categories. 

• The petrol price would rise by a certain amount (which will be 
different for each category) after every liter of petrol 
consumed. Hence, an individual would pay a different price for 
each liter of petrol he consumes. 

Practical Implications
 
• A unique Oil card would be issued to each vehicle owner. 
• The oil card would bring with itself an account, which will be 

handled by the vehicle owner and supervised by the petroleum 
ministry. The oil account would work on the same principle as 
pre-paid cell phone accounts, and the oil card would be very 
similar to a debit card in terms of size and functions.

• A person going to a petrol pump will have to produce that oil 
card instead of cash, the oil card’s unique barcode will be 
laser checked and the information would be sent to the 
national server.

• The price for each individual will be maintained in the national 
server and after each transaction the account details and the 
price status would be updated. 

Major Outcomes Expected
a) A decrease in petrol demand on a macro level, and thus in 

the under-recoveries.
b) Each liter of petrol sold would be accounted, hence no chance 

of corruption on the smaller level.
c) A politically feasible idea as the base price would be lower and 

the social responsibility of providing essential commodities at 
lower prices to the needy ones would be fulfilled.

d) The implementation of the specified concept shouldn’t be a 
problem as it is much easier than the UID card distribution, a 
system which is currently being undertaken by the GOI.

e) There won’t be a major inflation problem, and even if there’s 
a moderate increase in inflation, it would be countered by the 
enhanced purchasing power of the bottom end of the society.

f) The proposed system would also help in prevention of any kind 
of auto theft, as each vehicle will be tagged.
